10The Linen District. With a modern 
vibe, the Linen District includes a  
re-fashioned linen laundry as an event 
center, and a boutique hotel and  
restaurant for the hipster crowd.

9Bronco Stadium. While the Broncos 
are the official athletic program of Boise 
State University, city residents have 
adopted the Boise State campus and its 
famous blue turf as their playground. 
Watch a game, enjoy a theatre perfor-
mance, or catch a concert at the many 
campus facilities available to the entire 
Boise community. 

8The Capitol. Recently remodeled, the 
Boise capitol is a stunning exemplar of 
marble and architecture. Critical state, 
congressional, and legal institutions, 
along with dozens of law practices,  
radiate out from this hub. 

7Capital City Public Market. 
Starting in the spring and extending 
through the fall harvest, local farmers 
and artisans set up temporary shops 
on sidewalks in the downtown center, 
as streets close and fill with browsing 
passersby. 
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First Thursday. An art walk is  
held on the first Thursday of every 
month and covers the ever-changing 
creative elements that exist in  
the downtown corridor, from the  
acclaimed Boise Art Museum to  
local shops, galleries, and boutique  
art spaces. 
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Scheduling Options
�Classes will be held in the afternoon and evening with the major distinction 
between part-time and full-time scheduling being the number of credit 
hours taken each semester and the length of time needed to complete the  
90 credit hours required for graduation. 

» �Students who select a part-time schedule should anticipate year-round 
study for approximately four years. 

» �Students who attend full-time can complete their degrees in three years 
with the option of taking summers off. 

Admission criteria, faculty, and academic opportunities are identical for all 
students regardless of which schedule they select. 

TUITION AND INAUGURAL GRANT
Tuition at Concordia Law has been set for the 2012-2013 academic year 
at $28,500 ($950 per credit hour). However, all members of the first law 
school class will be the recipients of an Inaugural Grant that will reduce their 
annual full-time tuition by $5,000 per year, for three years, making their 
first-year annual tuition $23,500. Part-time students will receive a similar 
grant based on the number of credits they take.

Scholarships
All admitted applicants to the School of Law  
will be considered for scholarships. Scholarship  
recipients will have a strong aptitude for success 
in law school and will possess attributes that will 
contribute to a dynamic, diverse, and community-
focused student body.
